


 

Fire Prevention and Public Education 
 

OFM Annual Compliance Report 
In the year 2003, the Town of Milton completed a 
“Municipal Fire Protection Information Survey (MFPIS)”. 
That submission enabled the Office of the Fire Marshal 
(OFM) to issue to the Town a “Certificate of Compli-
ance” (dated September 2003) in regard to the public 
fire safety education and fire prevention requirements of 
clause 2(1)(a) of the Fire Protection and Prevention Act 
(FPPA). 
In keeping with the compliance requirements of the 
OFM and the FPPA, the Fire Department has com-
pleted an Annual Compliance Report 2009. This proc-
ess has also included a review and revision of the fire 
department’s simplified risk assessment. 
Positive highlights of these reports include: 
 

z The Town continues to meet the minimum re-
quirements of clause 2(1)(a) of the Fire Protec-
tion and Prevention Act 

z The Town has invested in fire prevention activi-
ties and public education with enhancements to 
fire department staffing and budget (2008/2009 
hires) 

z The Fire Department continues to review, re-
vise and improve upon its fire prevention poli-
cies and guidelines in conjunction with OFM 
guidelines and directions. 

Numbering of Lots and Buildings By-law 
Through emergency responses, the Fire Department 
has experienced incidents where buildings have been 
assigned municipal numbers, but said numbers have 
not been erected slowing down emergency response.  
 
Currently the Fire Department identifies properties not 
displaying municipal address numbers and has no re-
course except to have the Corporation erect the num-
bers in accordance with the by-law and the expense 
collected in the same manner as municipal taxes.  
 
The updated by-law provides more detailed require-
ments for addressing the various types of occupancies 
being constructed today. It continues to provide stan-
dards for municipal address numbers and a means for 
change requests. Most importantly, it will provide the 
Town’s Fire Department with a means to enforce the 
by-law and gain compliance to better protect building 
occupants.  As such, the Clerk’s Division will apply to 
the Province for set fines to streamline the enforcement 
of the new municipal addressing by-law.
